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Kenai River Campus (KRC) 
Located on the banks of the Kenai River on more than 300 wooded acres between Kenai and Soldotna, the Kenai 
River Campus includes classrooms, the Learning Center, a library, chemistry, biology and physics labs, computer 
labs, process simulator labs, the Campus Services center, the Career Services center, Residence Housing, 
Career and Tech Center, vocational shops, a media center, a bookstore, a campus café and commons areas. 
With an enrollment of about 1,800 students each semester, a real sense of community dominates the campus. 
Small classes, individual attention and highly qualified faculty give the campus a private college feel. Students 
have an opportunity to plan activities, participate in Student Union programs and gain valuable leadership 
experience. 

Kachemak Bay Campus (KBC)  
KPCôs Kachemak Bay Campus serves as the focus of the collegeôs programs and services on the southern Kenai 
Peninsula, providing area residents with quality education in a friendly environment. The campus has recently 
been renovated and includes a computer lab, a science lab, a learning center, a commons area, classrooms, a 
bookstore, a new art classroom and a small library with access to CD-ROM and online databases.  
 

Resurrection  Bay Extension Site (RBES) 
KPC delivers classes in the eastern Peninsula community of Seward via our Extension Site. Coordinator Jackie 
Marshall has an office at Seward High School where she handles registration and coordinates classes. Expert 
adjunct faculty in Seward offer both general education courses and community interest classes. Classes are 
delivered at Seward High/Middle School and Seward Elementary School. 

Anchorage Extension Site (AES) 
KPC delivers classes in the Anchorage area at UAAôs University Center complex. The AES offers courses in 
process technology and occupational safety and health.  

Accreditation  
KPC is a division of the University of Alaska Anchorage, which is fully accredited by the Commission on Colleges 
of the Northwest Association of Schools and Colleges. Accreditation by this Association enables the College to 
offer college-level courses and programs leading to Associate of Arts and Associate of Applied Science degrees 
as well as to certificates. The college also offers a limited number of upper-division undergraduate and graduate 
courses. Accreditation documentation may be viewed by contacting the Directorôs office.
